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Personal & Business T&T
are approximately double
normal rate of growth. Govt
Spending is improving, while
Capital Investment should
see big gain in 2004.  Visitor
Exports continue over
normal rate of growth
yielding higher GDP and
Employment growth.

Kuwait
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Slowing of Personal T&T
from strong 2003.  Business
Travel picking up speed.
Continued strong pace in
Govt Expend are steady.
Capital Investment is
building. Visitor Exports
continue to show strong
growth driving GDP and
Employment.

Lebanon
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Personal T&T, Govt
Spending and Capital
Investment are steady and
strong.  Business Travel is
particularly strong in 2004.
Visitor Exports is expected
to have exceptional year.
Overall growth is robust,
and job creation is now
following this pattern.

Oman
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Most indicators continue to
show steady normal
patterns of growth.  Business
Travel in 2004 is expected
to be exceptional.  Although
GDP and Employment
growth are strong near-
term, Employment growth
long-term is a concern.

Qatar
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Strong Personal and
Business T&T as well as
Visitor Exports are
expected to produce robust
results for GDP and
Employment in 2004.
Capital Investment is also
better than normal.

Saudi Arabia
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Personal T&T is steady.
Business Travel should see
strong 2004.  Govt Spending
and Capital Investment also
steady.  Visitor Exports
building on healthy 2003.
Overall 2004 should be
excellent year for T&T GDP
and job creation.

Syria
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Only Business T&T is better
in 2004 than 2003, but all
categories still exceed the
10 year normal average.
Visitor Exports continues to
drive strong performance
for GDP and job creation.

UAE
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Personal T&T is strong,
while Business Travel has
significant growth on 2003.
Govt Spending is building
and Capital Investment
having off year.  Visitor
Exports continues at high
2003 pace.  Business Travel
large impact on GDP and
job growth in 2004.
